SOME EXTRA ADDS AND CHANGES TO MAKE SPECIAL NOTE OF:

SCHOLASTIC DIVISIONS

All of AASCF Championships offer Scholastic & University divisions, and where possible, we make sure that your
schools team is only up against other schools. As the sport of all-star cheer and dance has grown in the schools, we
now have many straight school divisions and also have a Grand Champion Scholastic & University banner at all of our
Championships given to the highest scoring school team. Nevertheless, we do allow schools to compete in the regular
All Star sections if they choose which often suits the schools with more advanced cheer programs. Nevertheless to

compete in both All-Star as well as Scholastic is only allowed on paying entry fee for both sections, i.e. $20 for
Scholastic + $25 for All-Star

CROSSOVERS

Crossovers of participants between level 5 teams or level 6 teams from the same gym are NOT permitted. In other

words, a participant can only compete on one level 5 or level 6 team from a gym/program.
Crossovers of participants from other gyms in level 5 or level 6 is also not permitted.
If teams are found to have these crossovers, the teams may be disqualified.

However - crossovers between lower levels is permitted at your own risk as the championship will not change the

running order for this reason and will not wait for athletes.
Please note that cross-overs between programs are not encouraged, and in the cases of these cross-overs the
athletes will need to pay the full entry fee for both programs.

CHANGES IN DIVISIONS

1 Open Dance is how a 3 minute time limit

Individual Events has been removed due to the competitions large growth, nevertheless we will offer it to the
small competitionds on request.

We will only allow the top 3 of each State in each level and category State winning Partner and Group Stunt
Teams go on to Nationals, so in other words the 60 second Partner and Group Stunt Teams must now qualify
for Nationals. All other cheer categories do not need to qualify. There will be allowances for the States that do
not yet have an AASCF State Championship or are from remote parts of Australia.

We will only allow the top 3 of each State in each category State winning Open Dance and Partner Dance go
on to Nationals, so in other words the 1.30 Partner Dance and the 3 minute Open Dance must now qualify for

Nationals. All other Dance categories do not need to qualify. There will be allowances for the States that do

not yet have an AASCF State Championship or are from remote parts of Australia.

UNIVERSITY TEAMS

Please make note in your try-out process that University teams wanting to compete at the University Games, as well
as the World University Championship, all team members of the squad must be registered students of your University,

you cannot have outsiders. University teams only competing in our AASCF competitions must be at least 80%

registered University students. For University teams that have a high ratio of non-registered student athletes, you will

have to compete in the All Star sections rather than the Scholastic sections.

DANCE SECTIONS

Pom Pom Motions Routine - 2.30 minutes i must use poms

Minimum of 4 persons

Pom poms must be used 80% of the routine. Important characteristics of a pom routine include synchronization and
visual effect, clean and precise motions, strong pom technique, and incorporate dance technical elements. Visual effect
includes level changes, group work, formation changes, the use of different color poms, etc.

Jazz Ballet Routine - 2.30 minutes i no poms

Minimum of 4 persons

Execution, style, control, transitions and creativity performed to high energy music. Routines must be age appropriate.
A jazz routine incorporates stylized dance movements and combinations, formation changes, group work, leaps and
turns. Emphasis is placed on proper technical execution, extension, control, body placement and team uniformity.

Hip Hop Routine - 2.30 minutes T no poms

Minimum of 4 person

Executions of contemporary style, hip-hop feel uniformity, high energy and creativity. The music must be typical to its
style. Routines emphasize the street style movements with an emphasis on execution, style, creativity, body isolations
and control, rhythm, uniformity and musical interpretation. Teams may also put an additional focus on athletic
incorporations such as jumps, jump variations, combo jumps and other tricks.

Open Dance - 3.00 minutes
Minimum of 4 person
In keeping with the IASF Dance Rules, open dance can be any style of dance with a 3.00-minute time limit.

Partner Dance (Duo) - 1.30 minutes

Minimum & maximum of 2 person

In keeping with the IASF Dance Rules, partner dance can be any style of dance and any age performed with a
minimum of 5 dance lifts or connected lines executed withinr out i ne. Comparable to fASo

Cheerleading Routine Stunt/Dance/Tumble/Cheer - 2.30 minutes T no poms
Minimum of 5 persons

Strictly only practice stunts & tumbling under the USASF/IASF guidelines and the guidance of experienced & qualified
coaches & spotters. Performed on a 12 X 14 mtr, 7 run All Star Competition size cheerleading floor, to high-energy
music, your routine must display safety, technique & transition. Routines should include cheer, dance, tumbling, stunt,
baskets, pyramids, jumps & motions.

Group/Partner Stunt Routine - 60 seconds

2 persons in partner stunt section & maximum of 5 persons in group stunt section

Strictly only practice stunts & tumbling under the guidance of experienced & qualified coaches. Performed on a 12 X 14
mtr, 7 run All Star Competition size cheerleading floor to high-energy music, your aim is to safely execute as many
stunts as possible in 60 seconds. Your routine must display safety, technique & transition. You must follow the
USASF/IASF guidelines with experienced spotter behind. This spotter is not involved in any other form of execution in
the routine. This is not a dance or tumble routine; it is a display of stunt to music.

AASCF 2012 DANCE RULES
AGE DIVISIONS & LEVELS

DANCE GENERAL RULES

1. All teams must be supervised during all official functions by a director/coach.

2. Teams must have a minimum of 4 members. There is no maximum limit.

3. Substitutions may be made in the event of any injury or other serious circumstance. Substitutes must
also abide by the age restrictions in all divisions.

4. Anyteam proven to be in violation of the age restrictions will be automatically disqualified from the
event.

5. All participants agree to conduct themselves in a manner displaying good sportsmanship throughout
the event. The advisor and/or captain of each team is responsible for seeing that team members,
coaches, parents, and any other person affiliated with the team conduct themselves accordingly.
Severe demonstrations of unsportsmanlike conduct are grounds for disqualification as explained in
these rules.

6. All teams, gyms, coaches and advisors should have an emergency response plan in the event of an
injury.

7. We will only allow the top 3 of each State in each category State winning Open Dance and Partner
Dance go on to Nationals, so in other words the 1.30 Partner Dance and the 3 minute Open Dance
must now qualify for Nationals. All other Dance categories do not need to qualify.

DANCE TIME LIMIT

Time limit is as per dance routine guidelines. Timing will begin with the first note of the music. Timing will end with the
last note of the music or the last movement.

AGE DIVISIONS & LEVELS

CHEER GENERAL RULES

All teams must be supervised during all official functions by a director/coach.

All cheer teams coaches must be credentialed to the level of the squad.

Level 5 & 6 teams are not permitted to cross over into another level 5 & 6 team, lower levels are

permitted but at their own risk as the competition schedule will not cater for these cross overs.

4. Cheer Teams must have a minimum of 5 members.

5. Substitutions may be made in the event of any injury or other serious circumstance. Substitutes must
also abide by the age restrictions in all divisions.

6. Anyteam proven to be in violation of the age restrictions will be automatically disqualified from the
event.

7. All participants agree to conduct themselves in a manner displaying good sportsmanship throughout
the event. The advisor and/or captain of each team is responsible for seeing that team members,
coaches, parents, and any other person affiliated with the team conduct themselves accordingly.
Severe demonstrations of unsportsmanlike conduct are grounds for disqualification as explained in
these rules.

CHEER TIME LIMIT
Time limit is as per cheer routine guidelines. Timing will begin with the first note of the music. Timing will end with the
last note of the music or the last movement.

CHEER COSTUMING/CHOREOGRAPHY

1. Cheer squad uniform is preferred. You can wear midriffs.

2. Suggestive, offensive, or vulgar choreography is inappropriate for family audiences and therefore
lacks audience appeal. Routine choreography should be appropriate and entertaining for all audience
members. Vulgar or suggestive material is defined as any movement or choreography implying
something improper or indecent, appearing offensive or sexual in content, and/or relaying lewd or
profane gestures or implications. Il nappropri at
the routine. Please make sure that all choreography is age appropriate.

3. Inthe cheer of cheer the only props allowed are signs, megaphone, pom poms, flags and banners.
The competitors must carry all props onto the performance area. Signs, flags or banners with poles or
similar supports may not be used in stunt, pyramids or tumbling.

The AASCF Australian All Star Cheer & Dance Championship level of competition, age groups & general safety
guidelines are as per below.

1 In Cheerleading, you must have Safety Spotters for extended stunts. A safety spotter can be a
squad member back spot or a person that may step onto the performing area during stunts to assist
in the event of an unexpected fall. Safety Spotters that are not part of the routine MUST be dressed
in black long pants and a black shirt. There should be NO verbal coaching by Safety Spotters during
the routine. Any occurrence will be considered a violation and the team will incur a deduction.

* Routine Violations

Time Violations (TV)

All Cheer & Dance routines will be penalized if they are over time limit. 5 points if you are 5-10 seconds over
and then 1 point per second thereafter. Coaches are strongly advised to create their routines to finish a few
seconds under the time limit to avoid this violation.

Safety Guideline Violations (SGV)

Each General and Safety Guideline violation will be assessed to a point five (.5) to two (2)-point deduction.
Guidelines are in effect until the team leaves the performance area. All coaches are to read and study the
IASF/USASF Guidelines to make sure teams do not incur any of these violations. You can down load these
from www.usasf.net. Jewellery and fingernails are deemed a SAFETY HAZARD, and as such every
item of jewellery wil/ cause an infraction on you
covering jewellery and nails do not constitute a safety measure. All items of jewellery must be
removed and nails cut short. There will be a Jewellery & nail check in pre-holding.

1/ Accidental Violations
